For heavy synth-outfit THIS IS A SHAKEDOWN!, a partnership with the seasoned Beavan seems a natural
alliance. Formed from the lineups of area punk and alt rock bands Leo and Dozen Dead Roses, THIS IS A
SHAKEDOWN! fuse industrial and electronic sensibilities with hard-throbbing, irresistibly danceable beats
and lyrics not to be played for your mother.
